- If others evaluated your commitment to God by measuring your
behavior toward others, especially those that are disadvantaged in
some way, how well would you perform?

Today, thank God that "mercy
triumphs over judgment"! Then, ask God to show you at least 1
opportunity, this week, to model "mercy over judgment" in your sphere of
influence.
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
