Greet Each Other
Lead children in saying the following rhyme:

Let’s play Copycat just for fun.

Let’s copy (Julie). She’s the one.

Whatever she does, we’ll do the same.

That’s how we’ll play the Copycat game.

Julie does a motion (jumps with both feet, touches head, pats legs, turns around, looks up and then 
down, hops on one foot, etc.). Children copy her. Julie points to next child to be named in the activity. 
Repeat until all children have been named and have demonstrated a motion for group to copy.

Tell the Story
Open your Bible to Matthew 8. Tell the story using the pictured motions (keywords in bold) or show 
Bible Story 32 pictures.
